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I first started my crafts with knitting, I learned to make 
socks at school and everyone got socks for Christmas and 
birthdays. Then I graduated to sweaters, then baby 
clothes.  Next came dressmaking and tailoring, 
embroidery and cutwork tablecloths. All these things 
meant buying materials and patterns some of which I still 
have today. 
I first started quilting in 1979. Myself and five friends, 
including Claire Tomlinson, found a pattern called 
―Friendship Plume‖ and we decided to try this first and if 
that worked out we would make 5 others for the rest of us. 
It took such a long time to finish as it was all hand sewn 
that it was the only one we managed to make. When we 
had the top finished we had to get some help to put it on a 
frame. So we called another friend, Jean Hillis to help us. 
Jean had never quilted before either so we all muddled 

through. Then came the hand quilting and we certainly got 
a lot of exercise going underneath the table with a 
flashlight to see if our stitches were the right size. 
I cannot remember what year I joined the Quilters Guild, It 
was a long time ago. In between my husband was 
transferred to Abbu Dhabi for two years. There were lots 
of materials there but mostly silks. I did manage to make 
the Mariners Compass out of polyester. When I came 
back I joined one of Jeans classes and was hooked again 
on quilting. 
Looking back on my crafts and my stash of materials I 
sometimes wonder if it is the craft I enjoy or buying the 
materials.
